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Group Movie Project
The following are general guidelines to help you with your group movie project. The class will be divided into 13 groups. Each group will be assigned a country. The project will be to produce a deliverable that consists of a short country profile, watching and reporting on a movie assigned to that group/country and then tying both with a key concept taken up in class relating to that country. The movies will be placed on reserve at the Media Center for your viewing (or I will provide it). The purpose of this exercise is to train you to be systematic about reporting on a country, a movie, and an issue.

Project

There will be two submissions for this project: 

[1] The first one will be at the time of the mid-term. You will submit your cover sheet, movie choice, and a written outline/proposal.

So there is no confusion. The project can be turned in, on any medium: PowerPoint, a paper, a short film – as in an edited set of clips, etc. However, your midterm submission should be in the form of an outline. If the group chooses to write a paper, the paper (as well as all the other projects) must strictly adhere to MLA standards. Beware of the temptation of plagiarize. If caught your project will automatically be voided and your group will be failed for the project. Cite – it is just as easy as cheating. 

All the following parts are required:

Part 1: Introduction: The introduction should include a short narrative of what you will be writing about. At times it is called a “Thesis Statement.” You will, in this section briefly explain what the rest of the paper is about. Describe in two or three paragraphs what the subject matter is to let your readers know the general areas that your critique will cover.

Part 2: Country Profile: In this section you will provide a country profile vis-à-vis its culture. Yes, you can use the Internet, please cite properly

Part 3: Movie Summary: Your movie will, of course, already be picked for your group will need to watch it together. Either as a group or assigned to an individual, you will need to summarize the movie – yes you can use both IMDB and Wikipedia, please cite.
