Ferdinand Marcos, Martial Law and Human Rights


Introduction


I. The Road to Malacañang


1965 Elected sixth President of the Republic, defeating Macapagal by 670,000 votes.


1966 In his State-of-the-Nation-Address, vows to be a "leader of the people." Reiterates his inaugural vow "to make this nation great again."


1969 Re-elected President for another four year term, defeating Sergio Osmena, Jr. 


This is the first Presidential re-election in Philippine history.


II. Martial Law


1971 Plaza Miranda Bombing


1972 Enrile survives ambush attempt


1972 Ferdinand Marcos declares martial Law with Proclamation 1081 and suspends the 1935 Constitution which would have denied him third term.


1973 Promulgates a new Constitution. Written under his influence, the document entitles him to stay in office. Through a manipulated referendum, he is "mandated" to continue as President until the end of Martial law.

1981 Lifts Martial Law and allows holding of presidential elections. Re-elected President for a six-year term.


III. The End of a Dictatorship


1983 The Aquino Assassination


Desperation Time: Human Rights Violations after Martial Law


1985 Calls for snap elections a year ahead of schedule, hoping to renew his mandate for another six year term. 


1986 Proclaimed winner of the snap presidential elections by his controlled National Assembly despite the discrepancy in the poll count and the opposition of assemblymen in the minority party. Deposed by people's revolt, initiated by a defection of a segment of the military; but not after he has himself inaugurated in a private ceremony in Malacanang Palace as the re-elected President. Flees the country into exile. 


1989 Dies in Hawaii.
